The format will be two classes in the morning one open forum style for everyone to attend 
and one two hour class. Then after lunch another one open forum style for everyone and one 
two hour class. We will also be offering a CPR & First Aid class for those who need to get 
there certifications. This class will be 3 hours and we will offer a morning and afternoon 
session.  

 

We have put a lot of time and effort into this and would like to see everyone take advantage 
of this opportunity. Once we get final approval from our facility we will let you know where the 
one day training will be located.  

 

Member dues are $10 per person this year and can be paid at on our training day or at our events.  
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January Is National Mentoring Month

 As we begin a new year and a new decade, I hope you have set some per-
sonal goals and a personal mission for your family this year.  Mission statements help us focus our life, allocate our time 
and help us to avoid pressure-made choices.  A new year offers a blank slate and a fresh start.  In this fast paced 21 
century, we must not abandon the family principals and structure to prepare our children for their future. 
 

This year we will see initiatives materialize such as Partnership Parenting and a campaign on foster parent re-
cruitment, titled Each One Recruit One, Each One Retain One.  Partnership Parenting will encompass a stronger 
relationship between foster families and birth families as we work in partnership to reunify children to their 
birth families.  The campaign on recruitment and retention will focus our efforts on deliberate recruitment of 
new homes and existing homes to work in partnership with the agency.  As these initiatives materialize, we will 
keep you updated and share information as it becomes available to us. 
 

In December, we took custody of 16 children; 9 boys and 7 girls.  12 of these children were white and 4 were His-
panic.  4 of these children were ages 0-5; 4 were ages 6-12; and 8 were 13 and over.  9 of these children were placed in 
a Cherokee DFCS foster home; 4 were placed with relatives; 2 were placed in group homes; and 1 was in RYDC.  There 
were 2 sibling groups of 2 children and 1 sibling group of 4 children.  There was 1 re-entry, which involved a youth previ-
ously on runaway who re-entered care.  1 child was returned at the 72-hour hearing and none were returned at the 10-
day hearing.  We had a total of 12 children exit foster care in December for reasons of family reunification, emancipa-
tion, guardianship to foster parent, and adoption.  As December came to a close, we had 165 children in foster care in 
Cherokee County. 
 

We had 2 finalized adoptions in December to Cherokee foster parents.  Congratulations to Bob and Julie Carter and 
Bart and Faith Sims for becoming forever families to 2 of our children!   
 

We have a new Impact class beginning this month that will have 13 families led by our team of Resource Development 
(RD) staff and foster parent, Trish Vines. 
 

The Annual Statewide Foster Parent Conference is planned for February 19 and 20th in Jekyll Island.  As we gain in-
formation on slots and costs associated with this conference, we will update you.  This is traditionally a very good oppor-
tunity for learning and networking with other foster parents across the state.  Attending this conference provides you 
with training hours that so your annual requirements will be met.  Please remember the importance of keeping your 
training hours current so your home can be compliant with policy guidelines.  Contact your RD worker, Foster Parent As-
sociation President, Marie Blackwell or Foster Parent Liaison, Amy Blanton for more information on how to gain training 
hours. 
 

I would like to thank Ann Feczko, mother of Permanency Supervisor, Rebecca Stephens, and her team of Secret 
Santa Volunteers who put in countless hours in making contacts for community donations and in matching donations to 
the Wish Lists that children submitted for Christmas.  Each child’s list was fulfilled through the effort of her and her 
team of volunteers! What a TEAM! 
 

We have a new Board Member for our Cherokee DFCS Board, which is a 7-member Board.  School Counselor, Donna 
Ratliff, was appointed to our Board in October by the County Commission.  We welcome her valuable input and knowledge 
to our Board.  Donna has already begun to take an active role in supporting our agency in getting various donations 
through the Christmas season for children and families.  She wanted me to share with you, as foster parents, that as 
you may have needs in your home regarding clothing, or other furniture items, she will make these needs known to school 
personnel.   Currently, she has several “gently used TVs” that are able to be donated, so if you are in need of something 
of this nature to further support a child in your home, please let me know, so I can share it at our monthly Board meet-
ings.  She and the other Board members truly appreciate your service and commitment to our children. Thanks again for 
your valuable service to the children and families of Cherokee County.
